Articles of Incorporation
of the First Baptist Church of West Hollywood, Inc

Doing Ministry as The CenterPointe

Pursuant to the provisions of Florida Statutes sections 617.1006, the undersigned Florida
nonprofit corporation adopts the following Articles of Incorporation.

Article I

The name of the corporation shall be FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH OF WEST HOLLYWOOD,
INC doing ministry as THE CENTERPOINTE.

Article I{

The corporation is organized as a church exclusively for religious, charitable, and educational
purposes within the meaning of Section 501¢c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue law), including, but not
limited to, for such purposes, the establishing and maintaining of religious worship; the
evangelizing of the unsaved by the proclainung of the gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ; the
educating of believers in a manner consisient with the requirements of Holy Scripture; and the
maintaining of missionary activities in the United States and any foreign country.

Article 11X

The corporation shall have members. The qualifications, rights, privileges and duties of
members of the corporation shall be stated in the Bylaws of the corporation.

Article IV

This corporation shall have perpetual existence.



Article V

The qualifications, duties, powers, and method of election of directors shall be stated in the
bylaws of the corporation. The corporation shall have a minimum of three (3) directors.

Article VI

The principal office of the corporation is located at 1708 NORTH 60" AVENUE,
HOLLYWOOD, FLORIDA 33021.

Article VII

No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable to iis
directors, officers, employees, students, or other private persons, except that the corporation shall
be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make
payments and distributions in furtherance of the tax-exempt purposes of the corporation set forth
m Article I,

Article VIIT

No substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or
otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in, or
intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on
behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for puirtic office.

Article IX

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making
provision for payment of all the liabilities of the corporation, distribute all of the assets of the
corporation to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for
charitable or educational purposes as shall at the time qualify as an organization exempt from
Federal income taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).



Article X

The corporate powers of this corporaiiv.y aie as provided in section 617.0302, Florida Statutes,
except that the corporation shall not carcy on any activities not permitted to be carried on by an
organization exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law)
or by an organization, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c}(2) of the
Tnternal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States
Internal Revenue Law).

Articie X1

These Articles may be revised or amended by a majority vote of the members of the corporation
present and voting, at any regular annual meeting, or at any special meeting called for that
purpose, after notifying the membership at lcast two (2) weeks prior to the meeting and providing
time for discussion and questions.

Article X1¥

The corporation shall not discriminate ugainst directors, officers, members, applicants,
employees, and others on the basis of race, color, or national or ethnic origin.

Article 1 -- Name
This congregation of believers in Jesus Christ shall be known as the First Baptist Church
of West Hollywood, Inc doing ministry as The CenterPointe.

Article 2 -- Purpose

This congregation of believers in Jesus Christ is organized as a church exclusively for
religious, charitable and educational putposes within the meaning of Section 501 ( ¢ (3
of the Internal Revenue Code of | 986, as amended. The purposes include but are not
limited to:

2.01 To make Jesus Christ the: Center and the Pointe for life, by TRUSTING God for
salvation (John 3:16) and in every situation (Proverbs 3:5-6), LOVING people in the faith
(John 13:34-35; T John 4:7, 1 t-12) and outside the faith (Romans 5:8), and INVESTING
our lives for God’s glory (Matthew 6:33, Colossians 3:23).

2.02 To follow the example of the First Church in Acts 2:42.47:

* Evangelism/Missions: — To share the good news of Jesus Christ with people in
our comumunity and throughout the world. (Matthew 28:1 8-20, Acts 1:8, Il Peter
3:9

* Education ~ To help members develop toward full Christian maturity and train
them for effective ministry.

Article 3 -- Statement of ¥aith

The Statement of Faith does not exhaust the extent of our faith. The Bible itself is the sole
and final source of all that we believe. We do believe that the foregoing Statement of
Faith accurately represents the teaching of the Bible and, therefore, is binding upon all
members. All literature used in the church shall be in complete agreement with the
Statement of Faith.

Article 4 -- Membership

4.01 Qualifications for Membership

4.02 Chureh Discipline _
In poiuls of personal and/or Biblical conflict, Matthew 18:15-17 will serve as the guide to
church discipline.

4.03 Termination of Membership
A. The request of the member,
B. Death of the member,
C. After applying the principles of Matthew 18:13-17, member continues to violate
his/ber signed “CenterPointe Commitment”.

Article 5 -- Ministry Leadership Team

5.01 Number and Term of Members

Following the example in Hebrews 13:17-18, the Ministry Leadership Team shall
consist of the Senior Pastor and additional persons selected in accordance with
Section 5.03 of this Article, provided that the total number on the Team shall not be
less than three (3), nor more than nine (9). The Senior Pastor shall serve as the
Chairman of the Ministry Leadership Team and shall be present and preside at ali
Ministry Leadership Team meetings. Each Ministry Leadership Team member,
other than the Senior Pastor, shall hold office for a period of three (3) years and may
SEIVE SUCCESSIVE [erms.



5.02 Responsibilities
The Ministry Leadership Team shall be considered the Board of Directors of the Church,

Their responsibility is to fulfill the established purposes as stated i Article Z7All corporate
powers shall be exercised by or under the authority of the Ministry Leadership Team as
required by civil law for nonprofit corporations. Any purchase, sale or transfer of church
real estate must also be confirmed by a majority vote mﬂer
communicating to the church membership two (2) weeks prior {0 the vote and providing
time for discussion and questions. ~

5.03 Nomination and Selection

Church members shall submit nominations to the Senior Pastor on behalf of persons
(members) who exhibit godly qualities in their lives. Nominees shall be mterviewed,
trained, equipped and appointed by the Senior Pastor (o assist in fulfill ing the church’s

established purposes as stated i11 Article 2.

5.04 Meetings
The Ministry Leadership Team shall meet af least quarterly at a time and place to be
determined. In addition, the Ministry Leadership Team shall meet for training, Bible study

and prayer.

5.05 No compensation
Ministry Leadership Team membrs shall not recejve salaries or compensation for their

“services to the Ministry Leadershi p Team.

Article 6 -- Officers

6.01 Pastor

The Sentor Pastor shall be called by 75% vote of the Ministry Leadership Team and
confirmed by a 75% vote of the church membership, after communicating to the
church membership two (2) weeks prior to the vote and provi-‘ing time for
discussion and questions. The Senior Pastor may resign his position upon giving 60
days written notice of his intention to do so. The Senior Pastor may be dismissed by
a 75% vote of the Ministry Leaciership Team (not including the Senior Pastor} and
confirmed by a 75% vote of the church membership, after communicating to the
church membership two (2) wecks prior to the vote and providing time for
discussion and questions. The Senior Pastor shall serve as the president of the
corporation. He shall have complete authority in the hiring and dismissing of church

staff members,

6.02 Deacons

The deacons shall consist of 1+»n fulfilling the Biblical qualifications in I Timothy 3.
Deacons shall be nominated by members (Acts 6:3) and interviewed and approved by the
Senior Pastor and the Ministry Leadership Tear. It shall be the duties of the deacons to care
for the widows, visit the sick, assist in administration of the ordinances, seek the salvation of



the lost, pray for the Senior Pastor and promote the growth of the church. Deacons shall not
receive salaries or compensation for their services.

6.03 Secretary

The Ministry Leadership Team shall by a majority vote, appoint a corporate secretary to
record the minutes of the meetings and to periorm such other duties as may be required. The
secretary shall not receive a salary or compensation for his/her services.

6.04 Treasurer
The Ministry Leadership Team shalt by a majority vote, appoint a corporate treasurer to

receive and disperse funds in accordance with the annual budget and in compliance with
Section 501 (¢ ) 3 of the Intemal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. In addition, the
treasurer shall initiate an amual independent audit, resulting in reports to the Ministry
Leadership Team and the congregation. The treasurer may receive a reasonable salary or
compensation if the above mentioned responsibilities are in concert with his/her established

job description.

Article 7 -- Indemuification

The Ministry Leadership Team may, upon a majority vote, indemnify any person who
was ot is a party or is threatened to be made a party to any threatened, pending or
completed action, suil, or proceeding, whether civil, criminal, administrative, or
investigative, including il appeals {other than an action by or in the right of the church)
by reason of the fact that the person is or was a pastor, Ministry Leadership Team
member, deacon, officer, employee, or agent of the church, against expenses, including
attorneys’ fees, judgments, fines, and amounts paid in settlement actually and reasonably
incurred by him/her in connection with the action, suit, or proceeding; and-if that person
acied in good faith and in a manner he/she reasonably believed to be in or not opposed to
the best interests of the church and, with respect to any criminal action or proceeding, had
no reasonable cause to believe his/her conduct was unlawful.

Article § - Contributions

From time to time the church, in the exercise of its religious, charitable, and educational
purposes, may establish various funds (o accomplish specific goals. Contributors may
suggest uses for their contributions, bui all suggestions shall be deemed advisory rather
than mandatory in nature. All contributions made to specific funds or otherwise
designated shall remain subject to the discretion of the Ministry Leadership Team. No
fiduciary obligation shall be created by any designated contribution made to the church
other than to use the contribution for the general furtherance of any of the purposes stated
in Article 2. '



Article 9 -- Binding Arbitration

9.01 Submission te Arbitration

Believing that lawsuits between believers are prohibited by Scripture (I Corinthians 6:1-
8), all members of this church agree to submit to binding arbitration any matters which
carmot otherwise be resolved, and expressly waive any and all rights in law and equity to
bringing any civil disagreement before a court of law, except that judgment upon the
award rendered by the arbitrator may be entered in any court having jurisdiction thereof,

9.02 Notice of Arbitration

In the event of any dispute, claim, question, or disagreement arising out of or relating to
these bylaws or any other church matter, the parties shall use their best efforts to settle
such disputes, claims, questions, or disagreement as befits Christians. To this effect, they
shall consulf and negotiate with each other in good faith and, recognizing their mutual
interests not to disgrace the name of Christ, seek to reach a just and equitable solution. If
they do not reach such solution within a period of sixty (60} days, then upon notice by
either party to the other, disputes, claims, questions, or differences shall be finally settled
by arbitration as described in Section 9.01, above, and such Procedures for Arbitration as
are adopted pursuant to Section 9.03, below.,

9.03 Arbitration Procedures
The procedures for arbitration shall be as adopted by the Ministry Leadership Team.

Article 10 -- Ordinances
10.01 Baptism — see Statement of aith

10.02 Lord’s Supper — see Statement of Faith

10.03 Ordination

Men who fulfill the Biblical qual:fications to serve in a church {I Tirmothy 3) may be
ordained. Applications must be gade to the Senior Pastor, who will, if validated by personal
exarnination, convene an Ordin:tion Council for the exclusive purpose of ordaining the said
candidate into the gospel minis'ry. Any man who violates any part of the scriptures or no
longer qualifies to serve a local church according to (I Timothy 3) will have his ordination

revoked.

Article 11 - Amendments :
These Bylaws may be revised or amended by a majority vote of the Ministry Leadership
Team and confirmed by a m yority vote of the church membership, after communicating
to the church membership (w0 (2) weeks prior to the vote and providing time for ‘

discussion and questions.

We believe that Satan is a personal being, a fallen angel, the author of sin, and the cause of the
fall of man.

We believe him to be the prince of the pov  of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the chirdre:n
of disobedience, the god of this age, the a.+uiser of the brethren, the adversary of Christ and His
Church, and that he transforms himself a= - anuel of light to entice and deceive.

We believe that he counterfeits the works of “iod by fostering religious movements and systems
of doctrine, which systems in every case are iaracterized by denial of the efficacy of the blood of
Christ and of salvation by grace alone, and is iestined by God's judgment to be cast into the Lake
of Fire and brimstone where lhe beast and tr false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and
night forever and ever.

Section 7 — Man, His Fall, And His Redemptios

becoming dead in sins, and that he became subject to the power of the devil.

We believe that this spiritual death, or total depravity of human nature;, has been transmitted to
the entire human race of man, the man Jesus Chyist alone being excexpted; and hence that every
child of Adam is born into the world with a nature which not only pos,sesses no spark of divine life,
but is essentially corrupt in body, mind, and soul. (Gienesis 1:26; 6:5; Psalms 14:1-3; 51:5;
Jeremiah 17:9; John 3:3; Romans 3:10-19; Ephesians 2:1-3; | John 3:8)

We believe that all who believe on the Lord Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior, are born again,
justified and declared righteous on the shed blood of Jesus Christ. We also believe that neither
baptism, the Lord's Supper nor any other rite, ceremony or work can help one whit for sinner’s
salvation. Jesus Christ alone saves by His grace. (Acts 4:12;16:31; John 3:3; Romans 3:24-25; |

Peter 1:18-19; Ephesians 2:8- 9)

Section 8 — The Eternal Salvation And Assurance Of Believers

1.

We believe in the eternal life and everlasting blessedness of the saved and the sternal conscious
punishment of the lost. (John 5:24; 10:28-29: Romans 8:23-39; Hebrews 7:25; | Peter 1:5; Jude
24: Matthew 25:41; Revelation 20:1 1-15)

We believe that it is the privilege of believers to rejoice in the assurance of their salvation through
the testimony of God's Word; which, however, ciearly forpids the use of Christian liberty as an
occasion to the flesh and since God cannot overlook the sin of His children, He wil, when they
persistently sin, chasten them and correct them in infinite love. (Mebrews 12:5-11; [ Corinthians
8:9:10:30-32; 10:23; Titus 2:1 1-15; Galatians 5:13)

We believe that the Scriptures clearly teach non-coniormity to the world for every believer; that
born-again people should be separated from the wol id unto Christ. it is clearly commanded of
God to all betievers to live lives of separation from ai worldly and sinful practices and to be holy,

as He is holy.

We believe that positional sanctification occurs at the moment of regeneration and that practical
sanclification is to be progressive throughout the entire life span of a believer here on earth.
God’s provision for holy living is in the believer's identification with Ghrist in His death,
resurrection and ascension; the indwelling person and power of the Holy Spirit and the believer's
yieldedness to Him; and by the powerful Word of God. We believe also that separation includes
departing from all apostasy.

Section 9 — Of Salvation

1.

We believe that, owing to death through sin, no one can enter the Kingdom of God unless born-
again; and that no degree of works can other wise provide the sinner with the new life that makes
him & son of God. This redemption has been accomplished solely by the blood of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who was made to be sin, dying in our room and stead: and no repentance, no feeling, no
faith, no ordinance of the Church can add in the least degree to the value of the blood in the
finished work wrought for us by Him who united us to Himself. (John 3:5; Romans 5:6-9; | Peter

1:18, 19, 23)



2. We believe that the new birth of the believer is an act of God the Spirit and comes only through
individual faith in Christ and no other act such as confession, baptism, prayer, or faithful service is
to be added to believing as an added condition of salvation. (John 1:12; Romans 1:16; Galatians

3:24; Ephesians 2:8: Romans 4:5)

3. We believe that one exercising this faith is immediately taken out of spiritual death into spiritual
life, and from the old creation into the new, having his place and portion as linked to Christ and
one with Him forever. Though the saved one may occasion to grow in the realization of his
blessing, a soon as he is saved he is in possession of every spiritual blessing and is complete in
Christ. (Romans 5:1; Il Corinthians 5:17; Ephesians 1:3; John 10:28)

Section 10 — Of The Church

We believe that The CenterPointe is a congregation of baptized believers associated by a
covenant of faith and fellowship of the Gospel, said church being understood to be the citadel and
propagator of the Divine and Eternal Grace; observing the ordinances of Christ: Water Baptism:
While recognizing that water Baptism has no saving merit; we believe that the believer should be
baptized by immersion in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit — portraying to the world the
believer's union with Christ in His-death, burial, and resurrection. (Acts 8:35, :18-19, 10:47, 16:33-
34; Matthew 28:19); Lord's Supper: We believe that the Lord’s Supper is a memorial service in
which the elements symbolize the broken body and shed Blood of Christ at Calvary and is fo be
partaken of after solemn self-examination by believers only, who are walking in fellowship with
the Lord Jesus Christ (1 Corinthians 11:23-24); governed by His laws: exercising the gifts, rights
and privileges invested in them by His Word; that its officers of ordination are pastors whose
qualifications, claims, and duties are clearly defined in the scriptures; we believe the true mission
of the church is found in the account of Acts — to REACH people with the Gospel of Jesus Christ,
to TEACH them to obey God's Word, to FELLOWSHIP wiih one another, to SERVE one another
and the surrounding community and to \YORSHIP the true and living God. We hold that the local
church has the right of self government, free from any hierarchy of individuals or organizations;
and that the one and only superintendeni i Christ through the Holy Spirit; that it is scriptural of the
true churches to cooperate with each other in contending for the faith and for the furtherance of
the Gospef; that every church is the sole and only judge of the measure and method of its
cooperation; on all matters of membership, of policy, of government, of discipline, of benevalence,
the will of the local church is final.
